7 , along with every child in
Australia, undertook a series of
tests .Their skills were assessed
Reading, Writing, Language
Conventions (Spelling, Punctua-
tion and Grammar), and Nu-
meracy.

The data from the NAPLAN test

results gives our school the ability

n

to compare students’ achievements

against national standards and w

ith

student achievement in other states

and territories. It also allow
schools to monitor progress ove
time.

NAPLAN results provide us with

an important point-in-time
snapshot of children’s
performancein literacy and nu
meracy. As such, they are
considered along with the range
other performance informatic
collected by our school.

When compared with Like

Schools, State Mean and National

Mean, our school has performed
very well.

While it is great to achieve very
good results in NAPLAN (and
they do provide schools with
valuable information) we must no
forget that it only measures a
narrow band at a specific point ir
time. Education is much wider
than this measure. Education is

about the all the aspects of life not

just literacy and numeracy. It
includes other aspects such as T
Arts, history, geography, science
attitudes and behaviour none of
which are included in the
NAPLAN snapshot.

We have, however, used this data

to give us direction at both the
school level and for individual
students.
